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Scheme for the Identification of Piping Systems

Lettered legend giving the name of the contents of a pipe in full or
abbreviated form is the primary method of identifying pipe contents.
Arrows are to be used to indicate normal direction of flow. Additional
details such as temperature or pressure as are necessary to identify the
hazard should also be shown. Lettering should be black on yellow color
coding, white on other color codes.

| 7. Steam ” Yellow |
| 8. Fuel Gas ” Yellow |
| 9. Fuel Ol ” Yellow |
| 10. Hydrogen (Dissociated Ammonia) ” Yellow |
| 11. Nitrogen ” Blue |
| 12. Oxygen ” Blue |

training.
